Voter Identification

In Colorado, photo IDs are required to register and cast a ballot.

* If you're voting by mail for the first time, you may also need to provide
a photocopy of your identification when you return your mail ballot.

Voting While Trans/Nonbinary

The state of Colorado does not provide any specific guidance for trans and nonbinary voters.
Here are a few recommendations from Advocates for Trans Equality:

* Bring valid ID and backups (voter registration card, utility bill)

Getting Out The Vote

Voting While Living With a Disability

* If a polling place is in a location where full compliance with the ADA is not possible, the polling
place must take steps to remedy the issue.

* If you have a mental disability you can still vote in Colorado.

* Colorado law allows for curbside voting; however, the Secretary of State's website does
not provide any guidance on curbside voting. They advise that they can place a chair so that
you can rest on your way to the polling area.

* Voters with a disability can vote an electronic ballot from the location of your choice. You can
access your electronic ballot here: myballot.coloradosos.gov

Monday, October 28 will receive mail
ballots automatically.



Getting Out The Vote

Absentee voting or voting by mail

Vote by mail.

* Voters do not need to request an absentee ballot. All voters registered by
October 28 will receive a vote-by-mail ballot automatically.

* |n Colorado, an absentee ballot must be received by 7pm on November 5
(Election Day).

* Your absentee ballot can be hand delivered on Election Day to a polling
place, local election office, or a drop box.
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PFLAG recommends that voters get
their mail ballots in the mailbox no
later than Tuesday, October 22.



Getting Out The Vote

Early voting

Vote early.
* All registered voters in Colorado can vote early in person for any reason.

* You can find information about early voting locations in Colorado here:

* Early voting begins in Colorado on October 21 and ends on November 5.

* Voters who plan to vote early in Colorado are required to have identification.
