Getting Out The Vote

Voter Identification

In Delaware, identification is requested to cast a ballot.

* If you're unable to provide valid proof of identity, you may complete
an Affidavit of Voter Identity. You will then be permitted to vote.

Voting While Trans/Nonbinary

The state of Delaware does not provide any specific guidance for trans and nonbinary voters.
Here are a few recommendations from Advocates for Trans Equality:

* Bring valid ID and backups (voter registration card, utility bill)

Voting While Living With a Disability

* All polling places must be accessible to people with disabilities. You may vote by absentee
ballot, in person during Early Voting, or in person on Election Day.

* You can ask for help with operating the voting machine. You can ask poll workers or any other
person you choose to assist you (except for your employer or union).

* All Delaware voting machines are accessible to all voters. The Universal Voting Console (UVC)
is a headset and handheld device that allows you to vote unassisted.

* Delaware does not offer curbside voting.

Getting Out The Vote

Absentee voting or voting by mail

Vote by mail.
* Delaware requires an excuse for absentee voting. Valid excuses include:
* You're temporarily outside of the territorial limits of the US or Delaware

- You cannot appear at your polling place "due to the nature of my business or
occupation”

- You're sick or physically disabled

Absentee voting or voting by mail

Vote by mail.
* Voters must request their absentee ballot by November 1.
* |In Delaware an absentee ballot must be received by 8pm on November 5.

* You can request an absentee ballot here: ivote.de.gov/VoterView.

* Your absentee ballot can be hand delivered on election day to a local election
office or a drop box. You cannot turn it in at your polling place.

PFLAG recommends that voters
request their absentee ballots as soon
as possible and get them in the

mailbox no later than Tuesday,
October 22.

Early voting

Vote early.

All registered voters in Delaware can vote early for any reason.
