You must go to your city or township clerk’s
office to register and cast your ballot.



Getting Out The Vote

Voter Identification

In Michigan, photo IDs are not required to register and cast a ballot.
However:

US Passport
* If you do not have a photo D, you can sign an affidavit and cast a 2

* If you possess a photo ID on your person at the time of voting, you Student ID

Voting While Trans/Nonbinary

The state of Michigan does not provide any specific guidance for trans and nonbinary voters.
Here are a few recommendations from Advocates for Trans Equality:

* Bring valid ID and backups (voter registration card, utility bill)

Voting While Living With a Disability

* All voters will have access to a Voter Assist Terminal in all polling places. Specific equipment
will vary based on county.

* Curbside voting is available.

* You have the right to assistance from election officials or a companion of your choice. The
companion cannot be your employer or union representative.

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Getting Out The Vote

Absentee voting or voting by mail

Vote by mail.
* Michigan does not require an excuse for absentee voting.

* Voters must request their absentee ballot by 5pm on November 1 if requested online or by
mail. The deadline is 4pm on November 4 if requested in person.

* In Michigan, an absentee ballot must be received by 8pm on November 5.

* You can request an absentee ballot here: mvic.sos.state.mi.us/AVApplication/Index.

* Your absentee ballot cannot be hand delivered on election day.
You can return them by mail, drop box, at an early voting site, or at S

a city or township clerk's office. -
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PFLAG recommends that voters
request their absentee ballots as soon
as possible and get them in the

mailbox no later than Tuesday,
October 22.

Early voting

Vote early.
* All registered voters in Michigan can vote early for any reason.

* Early voting begins in Michigan on October 26 and ends on November 3.
Some counties may begin early voting earlier.

Voting on Election Day:

Vote on election day.
* Polls open in Michigan at 7am and close at 8pm on Tuesday, November 5.
