Voter Identification

Acceptable Photo ID

In New Mexico, ID is required to register, but not to cast a ballot. Driver's license
* A physical ID is only required for first-time voters who registered by Non-driver's ID
mail and did not include ID with their voter registration application. Student ID card

Voting While Trans/Nonbinary

The state of New Mexico does not provide any specific guidance for trans and nonbinary
voters. Here are a few recommendations from Advocates for Trans Equality:

* Bring valid ID and backups (voter registration card, utility bill)

Getting Out The Vote

Voting While Living With a Disability

* Accessible voting machines will be available at all polling places.

* Accessible voting machines have a large LCD screen with adjustable color, contrast, and font
size. The machines are compatible with headphones and have a low force tactile interface.

* If you have a "visual impairment" you can request a "visually impaired absentee ballot," which
will allow you to vote from home with a screen reader. You will need to print the ballot and
return it in the envelope provided by the county clerk.

* Curbside voting is not available.

Getting Out The Vote

Absentee voting or voting by mail

Vote by mail.

* New Mexico does not require an excuse for absentee voting.

* Voters must request their absentee ballot by October 22.

* In New Mexico, an absentee ballot must be received by 7pm on November 5.

* Your absentee ballot can be hand delivered on election day.

Early Voting

Vote early.
* All registered voters in New Mexico can vote early for any reason.

* Early voting begins in New Mexico on October 8 and ends on November 2.
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Getting Out The Vote

Voting on Election Day:

Vote on election day.
* Polls open in New Mexico at 7am and close at 7pm on Tuesday, November 5.

* If you arrive and are told you won’t be allowed to vote: Pﬂ.ﬂﬁ
