Voter Identification

In Utah, photo IDs are required to cast a ballot.

Voting While Trans/Nonbinary

The state of Utah does not provide any specific guidance for trans and nonbinary voters. Here
are a few recommendations from Advocates for Trans Equality:

* Bring valid ID and backups (voter registration card, utility bill)

Getting Out The Vote

Voting While Living With a Disability

* You can vote by mail ballot or via email or fax. You may request an email or fax ballot through
your county clerk's office.

* All voting locations will be wheelchair accessible and offer at least accessible voting
machine. The machines offer accommodations for voters who have visual or
hearing disabilities.

* Curbside voting is not available.

Getting Out The Vote

Absentee voting or voting by mail

Vote by mail.
* All registered voters in Utah will automatically receive a ballot in the mail.

* |n Utah, an absentee ballot must be postmarked by November 4. You can also return the
ballots to drop boxes until 8pm on November 5.

* Your absentee ballot cannot be hand delivered to a voting center on election day. You must
return it via mail or drop box.

Early Voting

Vote early.
* All registered voters in Utah can vote early for any reason.

* Early voting begins between October 22 and October 29. Contact your county clerk for
specific dates, hours, and locations: vote.utah.gov/county-clerk-contact-information/.

* Voters who plan to vote early in Utah are required to have identification.
