Getting Out The Vote

Voting While Trans/Nonbinary

The state of Virginia does not provide any specific guidance for trans and nonbinary voters.
Here are a few recommendations from Advocates for Trans Equality:

* Bring valid ID and backups (voter registration card, utility bill)

Voting While Living With a Disability

* If you have a print disability, you may request to receive an accessible electronic absentee
ballot. Your ballot will be delivered via email and can be marked using screen reader assistive
technology.

* You may request to be listed on the permanent absentee
list here: vote.elections.virginia.gov/VoterInformation

* Each polling place will have at least one accessible voting machine with a chair and will have
an accessible parking lot. Notepads to communicate in writing and magnifiers will be available.

* Curbside voting is available if you have a disability or are over the age of 65. If you'd like
to vote curbside, park in the designated parking space at the polling location.

Getting Out The Vote

Absentee voting or voting by mail

Vote by mail.
* Virginia does not require an excuse for absentee voting.
* Voters must request their absentee ballot by October 25.

* You can request an absentee ballot here: vote.elections.virginia.gov/Voterinformation.

* In Virginia, an absentee ballot must be received by November 5 if dropping it
off in person. If returning by mail, the ballot must be postmarked by November 5
and received by 12pm on November 8.

* Your absentee ballot cannot be hand delivered to your polling place on ]
election day. You must return it via mail, at a drop box, or hand delivered to
your local general registrar's office.

Early Voting

Vote early.
* Allregistered voters in Virginia can vote early for any reason.

* Early voting begins in Virginia on September 20 and ends on November 2.

* Voters who plan to vote early in Virginia are required to have identification.
