Voting While Trans/Nonbinary

The state of Wisconsin does not provide any specific guidance for trans and nonbinary voters.
Here are a few recommendations from Advocates for Trans Equality:

* Bring valid ID and backups (voter registration card, utility bill)

Voting While Living With a Disability

* All polling places must be accessible. See the ADA Checklist for Polling Places for more
information: ada.gov/votingck.htm

* All polling places must have at least one accessible voting machine.

* You have the right to ask for a "reasonable accommodation." Accommodations generally
considered reasonable include a chair to sit, a signature guide, a magnifying glass,
or assistance.

* Curbside voting is available if you cannot enter the polling place.

Getting Out The Vote

Absentee voting or voting by mail

Vote by mail.

* Wisconsin does not require an excuse for absentee voting.

* Voters must request their absentee ballot by October 31.

* |In Wisconsin, an absentee ballot must be received by 8pm on November 5.

* You can request an absentee ballot here: myvote.wi.gov/en-us/Vote-Absentee-By-Mail.

* Your absentee ballot can be hand delivered on election day.
