
In California, photo IDs are not required to register and cast a ballot, 
except for some first-time voters. 

ID Requirements

All registered voters in California will receive a vote-by-mail ballot automatically.

Absentee ballots must be received by the time polls close if dropping off in-
person at a drop box or county elections office. They must be post-marked by
November 5 and received by November 12 if returned by mail.

Vote-by-Mail

The voter registration deadline in California,
for the November 2024 election, 

is Monday, October 21.
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All registered voters in California can vote early for any reason. Early voting
dates differ by county.
