
In Nevada, photo ID is not required to register and cast a ballot, except for first-
time voters who have a discrepancy between their registration application and
Social Security Administration data. 

ID Requirements

All registered voters in Nevada will receive a ballot by mail if they register before
or on Tuesday, October 22.

Absentee ballots must be postmarked by Tuesday, November 5 and received by
Saturday, November 9 if returning by mail. If returning in person, ballots must be
received by Tuesday, November 5.

PFLAG recommends that voters get their ballots in the mailbox no later than
Tuesday, October 22.

Absentee Voting

The voter registration deadline in Nevada,
for the November 2024 election,  is Tuesday,

October 8 (in-person and by mail) 
and Thursday, October 31 (online).
